SYLLABUS

On December 5, 2006, the Judicial Inquiry Board filed a complaint with the Courts
Commission, charging respondent with conduct that is prejudicial to the administration of justice
and conduct that bringsthejudicial officeinto disreputein violation of the Code of Judicial Conduct,
[llinois Supreme Court Rules 61, 62, and 63. In summary form, the complaint alleged that
respondent committed misconduct in 2003 by dating alitigant while presiding over her divorceand
child custody case. The complaint further alleged that respondent committed misconduct againin
2005 by engaging in frequent, personal ex parte contact with awitness who testified in her sister’s
child custody dispute, a matter over which respondent presided.

Held: Complaint dismissed.
